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LIEN LAW
For Architects, Registered Interior Designers and Residential Designers in the State of Nevada

The lien law of Nevada does not expressly grant lien rights to the architect, registered interior
designer or residential designer, but it does provide for the priority of liens. Architects, registered
interior designers and residential designers are listed in the priority, although they are last in the
listing.

If the architect, registered interior designer or residential designer has a direct contract with the
owner, he need only record a claim of the lien within 30 days after a notice of completion is
recorded. If no notice of completion is recorded, then he has 90 days after the last performance of
service or after the completion of the work, whichever is later.

If the architect, registered interior designer or residential designer does not have a direct contract
with the owner, then to preserve his lien rights he must, within 30 days after the first performance of
work or service, serve personally by certified or registered mail to the owner, a notice in
substantially the following form:

NOTICE TO OWNER OF MATERIALS SUPPLIED OR WORK OR SERVICES PERFORMED:

(Owner's Name and Address)

THE UNDERSIGNED HEREBY NOTIFIES YOU THAT HE HAS SUPPLIED MATERIALS OR
PERFORMED WORK OR SERVICES AS FOLLOWS:

(General description of materials, work or services and anticipated total value)

For improvement of real property identified as (property description or street address) under
contract with (general contractor or subcontractor). This is not a notice that the undersigned has not
been or does not expect to be paid, but a notice required by law that the undersigned may, at a
future date, claim a lien as provided by law against the property if the undersigned is not paid.
