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Nevada Board of Architecture Takes Disciplinary Action Against Unlicensed Person

LAS VEGAS — Nili Neu, of Las Vegas, was found to have violated the Nevada Revised Statutes,
Chapter 623, at the January 16, 2008 meeting of the Nevada State Board of Architecture, Interior
Design and Residential Design (NSBAIDRD).

Neu, who does not hold a Nevada license to practice architecture or as a registered interior
designer, was found to have violated NRS 623.360.1(a) by holding herself out to the public or
soliciting business as an architect or registered interior designer in Nevada, and NRS 623.360.1(b)
by advertising or putting out a device to the public that she was an architect or registered interior
designer, or that she was otherwise qualified to engage in the practice of architecture or registered
interior design.

The board imposed an administrative fine of $20,000 and ordered Neu to pay all costs and fees for
the hearing and the $2,500 fine from a 2002 administrative action. The board also ordered Neu to
immediately cease and desist from soliciting business as an architect and/or registered interior
designer, including removing her Web site from the Internet and listings of her business from other
sites, and to cease practicing activity that is covered by NRS 623. If Neu does not comply with the
board's order, the matter will be referred to the District Attorney's Office for criminal prosecution and
to the Attorney General's Office for other civil remedies.

If Neu complies with all provisions of the board's order within 30 days, the board will reduce the
administrative fine to $10,000 and will not forward the case to the District Attorney's Office or the
Attorney General's Office for further action.

The NSBAIDRD is established under the provisions of NRS Chapter 623. It is responsible for the
administration, regulation and enforcement of the professions of architecture, registered interior
design and residential design in Nevada. The board reviews applications, administers
examinations, registers qualified applicants and regulates the professional practice of registrants
throughout the state. In addition, it investigates complaints relating to the practice of the
professions. The board encourages consumers to contact the office before hiring a design
professional to determine if they are registered and are in good standing.
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
